After-School Program Introduction

扯鈴隊Chinese Yo-Yo Team The Chinese yo-yo, also known as "pulling bell", is an old toy first documented in a Song dynasty book.   Chinese yo-yo is a type of palace art, which uses two small handles one in each hand pulling the strings to roll around the axis of the yo-yo. When the yo-yo is rolling quickly you will be able to hear a buzzing sound, the faster you pull the louder the sound.  After balancing the yo-yo on the string, you can do many tricks with your yo-yo.

民族舞蹈Chinese Folk Dance Team Instructor: Hu Ming Chia received a BA degree in Dance from Chinese Culture University, Taipei, Taiwan, and a Master of Arts degree in Performing Arts/Dance from The American University, Washington D.C. Ms. Hu’s teaching emphasizes on proper techniques and helping the children to understand the art of Chinese culture. It is also Ms. Hu’s goal to familiarize the children with the idea of body in motion. The class starts with warm up, including muscle strengthening and body stretching exercise, followed by step-by-step instructions of traditional Chinese dance moves. 

國 畫Chinese Painting Rebecca Shao grew up in Hong Kong. She learned Chinese painting from Poon Sook-Chun when she was a teenager.  Poon Sook-Chun, a disciple of Master Chao Shao-An, is a famous Lingnan School artist in Hong Kong and Canada.  After studying painting for just a year, Rebecca was awarded the first prize of painting from Hong Kong Pui Ching Middle School.  Three years later, Rebecca was awarded the third prize of Chinese watercolor painting by Hong Kong Regional Council. She was given the first prize of art competition by the University of Hong Kong in 1981.  Rebecca joined the Lake Oswego Festival of the Arts in 2004 and was given an ‘Honorable Mention’. In 2007, she was awarded ‘Blue Ribbon’ by the Lake Oswego Festival of Arts. Rebecca Shao currently lives in Portland.  She has participated in many teacher and student art exhibitions in Canada.  In 2002, she had her first individual art exhibition in Canada.  Her art works have been donated to many charitable organizations and schools for fundraising.  Rebecca is teaching Chinese painting in her studio and at the Portland Chinese school. 
笛子, 簫   Flute, Bamboo Flute Henry Hung started playing Chinese Bamboo Flute since he was 9 years old. He has performed within Oregon for many years.  Teaching Chinese culture and arts through the form of music by playing Chinese Bamboo Flute is his goal. Teacher Hung believes that this is a great opportunity for students to understand Chinese music influence by the history and culture.               
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
